August 9 is observed as
International Day of the
World's Indigenous People to
promote and protect the rights
of the world's indigenous
population. The declaration
was adopted by the UN
General Assembly exactly ten
years ago, the 13th of
September 2007. The day
marks  the celebration of the
diversity of the World's
Indigenous Peoples and their
cultures, customs and
survival. In spite of the
uniqueness of every ethnic
group and the substantial
differences among them, all
indigenous peoples have a
common problem: the
protection of their rights. After
centuries of oppression,
genocide, colonisation and
"exportation of cultures", the
international community has
recognised the need to
introduce special measures to
protect their rights.
Indigenous people are also
called native people, first

people, autochthonous people
or aboriginal people. It is nice
that considering indigenous
people mostly face threats to
their economical welfare,
sovereignty and approach to
their cultural resources, many
international organizations like
International Labor
Organization, World Bank and
the United States have set
political rights for their
welfare.

We come across around
the world that there are many
indigenous people cannot
access the basic right to
education. Their traditional
methods of teaching, learning,
and cultivating food are not
always respected by education
systems and teachers. Many
indigenous people are
struggling to preserve their
knowledge and traditions.
Traditional knowledge is
passed down from generation
to generation. Unfortunately,
there are growing pressures
to the environment and the
ecosystems on which
indigenous peoples depend.

According to the United
Nations, traditional knowledge
is "the knowledge,
innovations, and practices of
indigenous and local
communities around the
world." It is estimated that
there are 370 mill ion
Indigenous people in around
90 countries across the globe.
Many still practice their unique
customs and live culturally
distinct lives from other

citizens of their respective
countries. The right to
education for Indigenous
people is protected in the UN
Declaration on the Rights of
Indigenous Peoples, which in
Article 14 states that
"Indigenous peoples have the
right to establish and control
their educational systems and
institutions providing
education in their own
languages, in a manner
appropriate to their cultural
methods of teaching and
learning."

Indigenous people cannot
access important natural
resources they used to enjoy,
such as traditional foods and
medicines, adequate water
supply, game meat, and
honey, due to excessive
exploitations of the habitats.
It is nice that there are many
organizations around the
globe are working to promote
indigenous knowledge in the
food system.

Let us commit to ensuring
Indigenous peoples are not
left behind as we pursue the
vision of the Sustainable
Development Goals. Let us
pray and give thanks in sacred
places for the knowledge and
materials offered to us from
this earth, and for all the
relations that keep us
connected to the heavens,
earth, each other, and all
beings.

Kadi
Nine laborers, including

seven men and two women,
were killed when a rock
collapsed during masonry work
at Stalinox Stainless Pvt. Ltd.
Company located in Jasalpur
village of Kadi taluk of Mehsana
district on Saturday around 12
noon.

The pit that the workers
had dug three days earlier.
Started working in the same
pit and went for breakfast at
11:30. Came after breakfast
and resumed work, where a
mud cliff fell and buried 10
laborers. Out of which an 18-
year-old youth was rescued.
When 9 laborers were buried.
A case was registered against
three people, two contractors
and an engineer by the Kadi
police regarding this incident.
The family expressed outrage
as the owner of the company
was not named in the FIR.

Vinod, who survived the
accident, has been living in a
room with his parents from a
private company on the
outskirts of Jasalpur village in
Kadi taluk (originally Reh-
Biyamoli, Ta-Zhalod) for the
past four months and has been
working as a laborer in the
company. has been Also, a
total of 24 laborers including
Vinod were working under their

contractor Jayesh Kantilal
Doshi (residence-kadi),
engineer Kaushik Parmar
(residence-kadi) and Dinesh
Samubhai Bhuria. When
Bhuriya Dineshbhai becomes
Vinod's family uncle. who has
been working as a labor
contractor in the company for
the past two years. In the
company, cutting work was
going on in one department
and construction work was
going on in another
department. Also, in front of
the CCTV camera office in the
company, JCB and other
workers including Vinod dug a
16 feet deep pit three days
ago.

The furnaces were to be
built in pits dug by the workers
in the company. So, five
months ago, Vinod and his
parents came to work in the
company on the request of
Dineshbhai, Vinod's maternal
uncle. Then at eight o'clock in
the morning on the day of

Dussehra, Vinod and Bhuriya
Arvindbhai (resides in Sar
Maria), Meda Rajubhai
(resides in Rampura), Bhabhor
Shaileshbhai (resides in
Guditibi), Kamol Mukeshbhai
(resides in Kharsana), Katara
Gangaben (resides in Tarkia),
Baria. Jagannath (Resident-
Goika), Baria Mahendrabhai
(Resident-Goika), Ashish
Neenama (Resident-Kalimhudi),
Ayushi Ashishbhai Neenama
(Resident-Kalimhudi) all (now
Residing Kadi) were due to work
on Dussehra in the back room
of a private company located in
Jasalpur, Taluka. were
gathered.

Dineshbhai, who has been
working as a labor contractor in
the company for the last two
years, said that Jayeshbhai has
instructed that the masonry
work of the furnaces to be made
in the pit dug three days ago in
front of the CCTV camera office
in the company is to be done
today.

As the
ground is hilly, there are small
pits at some places and a cloth
is covered over it so that even
if there is a small pit
somewhere, it is not known
and people can fall. So people
can be saved there and
continue.
