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J&K Leader of the House to be decided
on Oct 10: NC leader Sheikh Bashir

Jammu, The Congress-
National Conference (NC)
all iance has secured a
decisive victory in the Jammu
and Kashmir (J&K) Assembly
elections, winning 49 out of the
90 seats declared.

Senior NC leader Sheikh
Bashir informed IANS on
Wednesday that a legislature
party meeting is scheduled for
Thursday, where the Leader
of the House for the
Legislative Assembly will be
chosen.

"Today, it was decided that
we will each celebrate within
our respective areas. The
legislature party meeting will
take place tomorrow, and
during the meeting, the Leader
of the House will be chosen.
Only after that will the future
strategy be decided," Bashir
said.

Following the selection of

the Leader of the House, a
proposal will be submitted to
the Lieutenant Governor
regarding the formation of the
government.

"After that, the oath-taking
ceremony will take place, and
we will proceed with the work
to fulfil the promises made in
our election manifesto," he
added, suggesting that the
oath ceremony might occur as
early as next week.

The two parties had

declared a seat-sharing
arrangement for 83 seats - 51
for the National Conference
and 32 for the Congress -
mostly in Jammu region, and
a 'friendly fight' on five seats
as they were unable to reach
a consensus.

Out of the 56 seats it
contested, the National
Conference ended up winning
42 across both the Kashmir
Valley and the Jammu region,
achieving a 75 per cent strike
rate. It also notched up an
impressive win in the
Nowshera seat where its
Surinder Kumar Choudhry
defeated the BJP's J&K
President Ravinder Raina.

However, its tally may dip
by one as party Vice President
and former Chief Minister
Omar Abdullah has won from
both the seats of Ganderbal
and Budgam that he contested.

Haryana Assembly polls: BJP
leading in all four seats in Gurgaon

Gurugram, The Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) was leading
in all four seats of the
Gurgaon district, as per early
trends. BJP candidate Mukesh
Sharma in the Gurgaon
constituency won 35,903
votes. Surprisingly,
Independent candidate
Naveen Goyal has secured
17,940 votes, while Mohit
Grover of the Indian National
Congress (INC) got 11,059
votes. In the Badshahpur
constituency, Rao Narbir of
BJP got 45,658 votes,
Independent Kumudni Rakesh
Daulatbad polled 16,852 votes,
and Congress Vardhan Yadav
secured 26,143 votes.

In the Pataudi
constituency, Bimla Chaudhary
of BJP secured 32,285 votes
while Congress Pearl
Chaudhary got 15,990.
Likewise, in the Sohna seat,

BJP's Tejpal Tanwar got
23,788 votes, Congress
Rohtas Khatana secured
16,133, and BSP's Sunder
Bhadna bagged 6,995 votes.

According to the data
released by the District
Election Office, 57.2 per cent
of polling was recorded in
Gurgaon on October 5.

At 68.6 per cent, the
Sohna Assembly constituency
has recorded the highest
voting percentage while the

Gurugram Assembly
constituency recorded 51.2
per cent voter turnout.
Badshahpur Assembly
recorded 54 per cent and
Pataudi Assembly recorded
61.4 per cent voting.

The number of registered
voters in Gurgaon was
15,04,959, out of which only
8,61,092 voters exercised
their franchise at 1,507
booths. It is noteworthy that
2,53,684 voters are registered
at 259 polling stations in
Pataudi (SC), 513,052 voters
at 518 polling stations in
Badshahpur, 4,37,183 voters
at 435 polling stations in
Gurgaon, and 283,391 voters
at 292 polling stations in
Sohna. As per the voter list,
there are 15,04,959
registered voters across all
four assembly constituencies
in the district.

Top officials summoned by
Kerala Guv to skip meeting; stage

set for showdown with CM
Thiruvananthapuram,

The already rocky relations
between Governor Arif
Mohammed Khan and Chief
Minister Pinarayi Vijayan are
set to hit another low with the
news surfacing that the Kerala
Chief Secretary and State
Police Chief (SPC) will not
present themselves before
Khan on Tuesday.

The two were asked to
give their report to Khan in
person on CM Vijayan’s
statement early this month
over the alleged gold
smuggling and hawala racket
in the state. Last Thursday
Khan wrote to Vijayan
regarding the alleged gold
smuggling and hawala money
racket that the CM referred to
on two occasions. In his letter
Khan said the issue was grave
as CM Vijayan himself said this
money was being used for
'anti-state' and 'anti-national'
activities for the last many
years and the CM had not
informed him (Governor)
about it. Khan had also called
the newly-appointed Chief
Secretary Sarada
Muraleedharan and SPC
Sheikh Darvesh Saheb to give
him their report on it. However,
on Tuesday, according to
sources, CM Vijayan made it
clear that neither of the

officials would go to brief Khan
as the state government was
of the view that this was a
direct intervention in
governance by the governor,
which is not according to rules
and procedures. Before
writing to Vijayan, Khan spoke

tough to the media about the
disclosures made by the CM.

Khan said the matter was
of a serious nature and he
was kept in the dark and he
wanted to know what action
was taken by the Kerala
government.

India calls for global action to
match world leaders’ ambitious
commitment to fighting terror

Hooda confident of Cong
winning Haryana polls,

rejects trends

United Nations, As new
theatres of conflict emerge,
India has called for “global
action” to match the ambitious
commitment to fight terrorism
made in the Pact for the
Future by world leaders in
their summit.

India appreciates “the
strong message condemning
terrorism in the Pact,”
Permanent Representative P.
Harish said on Monday.

“On this, we would like to
stress that ‘Global Action’
must now match ‘Global
Ambition’,” he said.

Stressing the need for
urgent, unified action, he said
that terrorism “continues to be
a serious threat to global
peace and security, while
areas such as cyber, maritime
and space, emerge as new
theaters of conflict”.

The Pact adopted last
month at the Summit of the
Future makes one of the most
unequivocal declarations on
terrorism: “We reaffirm that
all terrorist acts are criminal
and unjustifiable regardless of
their motivation or how their
perpetrators may seek to
justify them.”

This undercuts attempts by
Pakistan and some other
countries to muddle the
definition of terrorists by
claiming that some can be
considered “freedom fighters”
as they try to block the
Comprehensive Convention on
International Terrorism (CCIT)
proposed by India 28 years
ago. Addressing the General
Assembly session on
'Strengthening the UN
System', Harish spoke of
India’s leading role on behalf
of the Global South by

amplifying its voice in the
contributions to the framing of
the Pact, making it more
“human-centric.”

The Pact is aligned with
India’s 'Vikst Bharat@2047' –
the vision for making it a
developed nation by the
centenary of its
Independence, he said.

“While prioritising
sustainable development, we
tried to ensure that human
welfare, food security, health
security, energy security, and
climate finance are also
addressed,” he said.

He cautioned that “evasion
of climate action
responsibil it ies by the
developed undermines the
growth prospects of the
developing.” Harish recalled
that Prime Minister Narendra
Modi stated in his address to
the Summit that reform is the
key to the UN’s relevance.

Harish criticised the Pact
for coming up short on
reforming the Security
Council. He said that Pact’s
chapter on 'Transforming
Global Governance' was not
ambitious enough and did not
reflect the views of the
majority of UN members
calling for the expansion of
both non-permanent and
permanent members.

Rohtak, Former Chief
Minister Bhupinder Singh
Hooda on Tuesday dismissed
the trends and said that
Congress would secure an
absolute majority in the
Haryana Assembly elections.

"Congress is going to form
the government in Haryana,"
Hooda told IANS as the
counting of votes for the 90-
member Assembly began at
93 centres across all 22
districts.

As the tallying of votes
continued for all 90 Assembly
constituencies, the BJP
appeared to be leading in
Haryana, reaching the crucial
majority mark of 46 seats,
according to the latest Election
Commission of India (ECI)
data. The BJP was leading in
47 seats, Congress followed
with 36 seats, while the Indian
National Lok Dal (INLD) was
leading in one seat, and an
Independent candidate held
an advantage in another.

Both chief ministerial
candidates -- Nayab Singh
Saini from the BJP and
Bhupinder Hooda from
Congress -- were leading
comfortably in their respective
constituencies. Hooda,
however, dismissed the
significance of the early
trends, stating, "No matter the
initial trends, BJP will not form
a government. Congress will
come to power with an
absolute majority."

He went on to attribute the
anticipated victory to the
Congress party leadership,
including Rahul Gandhi,
Mallikarjun Kharge, Priyanka
Gandhi Vadra, and other party
leaders.

"But the real credit will go
to the people of Haryana," the
senior Congress leader
added. Several exit polls had
predicted a Congress victory,
with Haryana recording a
voter turnout of 67.90 per
cent. However, the BJP
remained confident of
returning to power for a third
consecutive term.

The BJP is eyeing a third
term, while the principal
Opposition, Congress, is
banking on a comeback. Many
exit polls predicted Congress
would wrest power from the
BJP after spending 10 years in
opposition.

The Congress, led by
Hooda in a high-energy
campaign, is forecasted to win
49-55 seats in the 90-member
House.

BJP trumps Congress in topsy-
turvy trends of Haryana

New Delhi, The early
trends of the Haryana
Assembly elections have
turned out to be a thriller, with
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)
and Congress witnessing a
see-saw battle. When
counting started at 8 a.m., the
Congress took a modest lead
over the ruling party but within
two hours of counting, the BJP
took a decisive lead over the
Opposition party. The Election
Commission (EC) data also
showed the BJP surging ahead
of its rival and crossing the
halfway mark. Till this report
was fi led, the BJP has
managed a lead in 48 seats
out of the 90-member

Assembly. Congress was seen
leading in 34 seats, belying a
popular perception and the
Exit polls that it was slated to
sweep the state. Regional
satraps, including Indian
National Lok Dal (INLD),
Jannayak Janta Party (JJP) and
Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP),
were not seen making a mark
and leading only on one seat
each. Among the heavyweight
candidates, Chief Minister
Nayab Singh Saini was seen
leading in his Ladwa seat of
Kurukshetra district, Congress
leader Bhupinder Singh Hooda
was leading in the Garhi
Sampla-Kiloi constituency of
Rohtak district.

Conference (NC) was leading
in 40, BJP in 27, the People’s
Democratic Party (PDP) in five,
and others in 10 seats.
